	A LIFE IN HER DAY –  TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS


Stage size required:  


   The show can be played on a space 20 ft. wide by 15 ft. deep (5 meters wide by 4 meters).

Sound:  CD player that will play a CD burned on a computer

Lights:   General stage wash

   Upstage center spot

   Blue back lighting if possible. (2 instruments are sufficient) 

   A blackout at the beginning and end of the show are desirable.

Set:
One ladder something like the one pictured below.  (Unless I am driving) There should be a rung 27 – 29 inches (70 – 75 centimeters high) from the floor, not from the bottom of the ladder.

Stage weights for the ladder and bed

One chair.  The back of the chair should measure approximately 15 Inches )40 centimeters) across.

Steps:    Stage to house steps

I have 3 sound cues and 5 light cues and require a board operator.  One person can easily run the show.

I require an hour to set the stage, about an hour to go over cues, and one hour to strike and pack the show.  However, the show can be put in place and remoeved in 5 minutes if it has already been assembled.

On the set will be a vertical bed made of pvc pipe covered with fabric.

One standing lamp, a table, a chair, a small lightweight cupboard.

The set is easily moved and can be stored off stage and set just before the show in 10 minutes.
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
